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Child Protection Code of Conduct Declaration
Dabane is committed to the safety and well being of all children and young people involved in any way with Dabane activities.  We support the rights of the child and will act without hesitation to ensure a child’s safety environment is maintained at all times.   We also support the rights and well being of staff, service providers and volunteers and encourage their active participation is building and maintaining a secure environment for all participants.
DO’s
All staff, service providers and volunteers should not

Be a responsible representative of Dabane at all times
· Conduct yourself in a manner consistent with Dabane values with respect for all people at all times, be transparent in your dealings with people, especially children and do no harm
· Always be a positive role model for children and project participants.
· Treat with utmost importance the confidentiality of children
·  Follow organisational policy and guide lines around the safety of children as provided in the Dabane Trust Child Protection policy

· Treat all people with respect and take notice of their reaction to your approach, your tone of voice and your manner

· Raise any matter of concern, issue or problems with your manager as soon as you recognise them
· Make sure all allegations or suspicions of abuse are recorded and acted upon
· Avoid being alone with a child or children: the ideal is to have at least two adults for supervision
· Act professionally in your relationships with minors and children, while at the same time demonstrating compassion and care in both word and deed
DO NOT

All staff, service providers and volunteers should not
· Copy or take child photographs from the work place or home without prior permission from their guardians.
· Copy or take a child personal details home or to an un-authorised person

· Use child photographs or personal details be it on social media or reports without prior permission from their guardians.

· Spend time alone with a child.  Always ensure that another adult is present

· Allow an under 18 year old child to participate in an activity as an individual or without the participation of their parent or guardian
Staff, Service providers and volunteers must not
· Engage in rough physical games including horse play with children
· Hold, kiss, cuddle, fondle or touch children in an inappropriate or culturally insensitive way

· Make sexually suggestive comments to a child even as a joke

· Do things of a personal nature with a child that a child can do for themselves, such as going to the toilet or changing clothes

· Take a child home or to where you are staying or encourage a meeting outside of the Dabane activity

· Hire children as house help

· Give minors or children alcohol, cigarettes or illegal drugs.
